FIT QOver 8 hours per day at a pace faster than medium/fit.

Wakelings Hut (Ruahines)

3-4 November Medium/Fit

This trip will start from the Kawhatau road end,
which is in from Mangaweka. We will climb up
to Colenso peak and then proceed along the
Mokai Patea range, which is a broad open ridge
that climbs slowly, till we reach the high point of
Rongotea, 1568 m. From Rongotea we drop
down a ridge to Wakelings Hut, next to the Wai-
kamaka river.

Cobb Valley

20-22 October

Because of difficulties with flights we found ourselves
driving down to Wellington Airport at 5 on Saturday morn-
ing, to pick up the 20 minute flight (8:10 a.m.) to Nelson
where we were met by our rental van (cheaper than a shut-
tle service) in which it took us 2 V2 hours to beetle over the
Takaka Hill and up the Cobb Dam Road to Trilobite Hut
at the head of the Cobb Reservoir (12 pm). It was wet and
windy on the tops, from which we decided to avoid. We
made our way up the easy track on the gently sloping valley
floor and soon it got wet there too, so our rate of travel
was brisk. It was however, just possible to keep our socks
dry. 100 min saw us at the derelict Chaffey Hut in which a
party from Nelson were sheltering. After a short rest we
carried on, and the weather got wetter and colder and 60
minutes later saw us cowering from the rain in the shelter
of the canvas-roofed structure called Tent Camp, which
was 60 min short of Fenella Hut. After putting on warmer
clothes, we headed on up the valley again and were lucky to
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see the rain be replaced by hail, so we dried out and
warmed up.

The upper end of the valley is a very attractive area. The
mountains close in a bit and look quite spectacular with the
snow on the rocky outcrops. The vegetation is also particu-
larly colourful, with reds and oranges littered through the
tussock and dracophyllum. 30 minutes saw us at Cobb Hut
(4 berth, no fire) which is still in reasonable condition, and
from there we had our final 30 minute climb up to the very
comfortable Fenella Hut (3 %2 hours) for a slightly late af-
ternoon tea. It rained, hailed and snowed all afternoon and
overnight and didn’t really start to clear until about 9 the
next morning, We decided that there wasn’t much hope of
a tops travel loop at the head of the valley due to the sus-
pect weather, and so at around 10 a.m. left to go up to the
swimming hole, where the views were pretty good, but the
watet was a bit cold. From there we went over to the Lake
Cobb track, down to Cobb Hut, and back down the valley
to Trilobite Hut for the night. As we headed back down
the valley the weather got better and better, with a bit of
sun showing itself. There were quite a few waterfalls drain-
ing the tops after the previous day or so of rain, hail and
SNOW.

As the weather was holding, we did a 40 minute round
trip that afternoon to Myttons Hut, which is a tidy 4-berth
affair with a good view down the reservoir towards the
dam wall. The weather was nasty overnight again, but it
started to clear up around mid-morning on day three. We
drove down and across the dam wall to have a look at the
car park at the Sylvester Hut (formerly Bushline Hut) road
end. Sylvester Hut is in a lake-infested region on the open
tops and looks to be a really good place to go in nice
weather. On our way back up out of the Cobb Valley we
stopped at the lookout to view the reservoir, and view
across to Sylvester Hut which is just visible up on the
bushline. The Cobb Dam Road then dropped us back
down into the Takaka River and we picked up the 4WD
track that sidles up the river to the asbestos mines (1 hour).

We soon found that we were overdressed, as now we wetre
out of the Cobb Valley, the weather had miraculously im-
proved. Holding our collective breathes while passing
through the mine workings proved impossible, so we
trusted to luck and took the 40 minute climb up to the his-
toric Asbestos Cottage. This quaint 4-berth cottage is on a
steepish hillside in a small clearing on a track that leads
down into the Mt Arthur track system. Once back out
again we headed back to Nelson to pick up our 6:30 p.m.
flight back to Wellington to subsequently get back the
Palmerston North well in the dark.

The Cobb Valley area has quite a lot of scope for some
good tramping (in clement weather). A couple of days can
be spend up at Fenella with trips up to Waingaro Peak and
around Xenicus Peak and through Round Lake. It is also
possible to travel the Lockett range from just south of
Waingaro Peak to Sylvester (Bushline) Hut. The Mt Arthur
track system is also easily accessible from here, up through
Myttons Hut and Lake Peel to Balloon hut and right
around and back out through Asbestos Cottage. It is a
popular area though, and so it is advisable to be prepared
to camp out, which is a good gambit if you want to avoid
the ubiquitous parents with their poorly-controlled demon
spawn.
